TYPES OF LOAN OR LOAN PROGRAMS

1. Conventional: a mortgage that is not guaranteed or insured by any government
agency, including the Federal Housing Administration (FHA), Farmers Home
Administration (FMHA), and the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA). It is
typically fixed in its terms and rate. (Fannie Mae/Freddie Mac)

2. FHA: aimed at borrowers who cannot afford a sizeable down payment, have high debt-
to-income ratios or less than stellar credit.

3. VA: reserved for active-duty military and veterans.

4. VHDA: a First-Time Homebuyer (no prior ownership in any residence during previous
3 years. Does not apply when purchasing property in Areas of Economic Opportunity).

5. USDA: for low to moderate income borrowers living in rural areas.+

6. JUMBO LOAN PROGRAM: intended for excellent borrowers with excellent credit
